Traffic Accidents in Sharqiya

Introduction

The Inspector of Sharqiya Region was asked by the Chief of Transport Police to investigate traffic accidents in Sharqiya in order to find solutions to some of the problems found.  The information was obtained by looking at police records of accidents.  As there were only two weeks to prepare the report, only the records for the last year, 2002, were considered.

Findings

The findings were very worrying.  Seven main causes of accidents were identified / noticed / seen.  On the whole, accidents / The majority of the accidents  were caused by driving too fast. It caused 520 fatal accidents and 894 minor ones.   A large number of accidents were caused by / The second highest cause of fatal accidents was  driving in the wrong lane.  This was the cause of 120 fatal accidents and 400 minor ones.  Many minor accidents were caused by drivers with no license.  This cause resulted in 762 minor accidents and 75 fatal ones. Alcohol was another cause of accidents.  Thirty-five minor accidents and 18 fatal accidents were caused in this way.  Other accidents were caused by unclear road signs, cars in poor condition and poor eyesight.

Conclusions

In can be concluded that / In conclusion, dangerous driving (driving too fast and driving in the wrong lane) and drivers with no license are the most serious causes of road accidents in Sharqiya.   Alcohol is another important cause of accidents.  

Recommendations

It is therefore recommended that:

· There should be more police out on the roads in Sharqiya to watch for fast or dangerous driving.

· The police in Sharqiya should stop more drivers and check their licenses. They should fine / imprison (put in prison) people who do not have one.

· The police in Sharqiya should stop more drivers and check if they have been drinking alcohol. They should fine / imprison (put in prison) people who have.
